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Mission and History  

The m ission of the Victim Services Division (VSD) is to provide a 
central mechanism for crime victims to participate in the criminal 
justice system.  

Victim Services was first established as a section in the Parole 
Division of the Texas Department of Criminal J ustice (TDCJ) in 1993. 
The creation of the Victim Services Section was a result of crime

Initially, the Victim Services Section notified  crime victims about the status of the 
offender responsible for the victimization who was incarcerated within the TDCJ 
Correctional Institutions Division (CID). The number and types of notifications, most 
of which are legislatively mandated, have changed a nd expanded through the years 
to better inform crime victims, surviving family members, witnesses who testified at 
trial, and concerned citizens regarding offenders who are incarcerated and on parole 
or mandatory supervision. In addition to the written not ification services, a toll -free 
hotline, an after -hours call center, and a public portal are also provided by the VSD.  

The Victim Offender Mediation Dialogue (VOMD) program was formed within the 
section in 1993 after a crime victim requested this service.  In 2001, the 77th 
Legislature passed legislation providing victims of violent crime the right to request 
victim offender mediation dialogue through this program.  

The Texas Crime Victim Clearinghouse (TxCVC) was transferred from the Office of the 
Governor  to the Victim Services Section in 1996. The  TxCVC serves as a central source 
of information for crime victims, victim advocates and criminal justice professionals, 
and is tasked by legislative mandates regarding the Victim Impact Statement (VIS) 
and other  services. The TxCVC also provides execution accompaniment, victim 
impact panel and training services.  

In November 1997, the Victim Services Section was elevated to division status, 
allowing the new division to more efficiently provide services.  

As of Au gust 31, 2020, the VSD consisted of 42 full -time positions.  

The VSD continues to support the m ission of the TDCJ to provide public safety, 
promote positive change in offender behavior, reintegrate offenders into society, and 
assist victims of crime .

Processing Victim Impact Statements (VISs), protest letters and other information 
submitted by crime victims, surviving family members, witness es who testified at 
trial and concerned citizens for review by the Texas Board of Pardons and Paroles 
(Board) .  

Processing Subsequent Indictment notifications from county and district attorneys 
who indict previous offenders on certain felony cases .  

Assist ance for crime victims who request a meeting with the Board regarding an

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Fiscal Year 2020 Highlights  

The COVID -19 pandemic required VSD to think creatively and overcome the unique 
obstacles that the pandemic presented. Much like many other Texans, VSD rose to 
meet these challenges while maintaining a high standard of service to victims, 
criminal justice p rofessionals, and victim service providers.  

The Victim Impact Statement Ṝ þȖǳ ĝȜǥʆȜȽṭɸ ĝɊȜǥǳ Ȝȿ ʆȖǳ 
Criminal Justice Process  
The Texas Crime Victim Clearinghouse offered a  two -hour , interactive webinar 
training on the newly -revised Victim Impact Statemen t (VIS) which was developed 
for individuals and agencies that bear a legal responsibility regarding the processing 
of VISs. The training discussed the mandates for various agencies regarding the VIS 
and offered ideas for closing any gaps that may exist bet ween agencies in the 
criminal justice system. During FY 2020, the Regional Victim Services Coordinators 
provided nine trainings with a total of 306 attendees including law enforcement, 
prosecution, and other professionals throughout the state.  

Victim Offe nder Mediation Dialogue During the Pandemic  
The VOMD process typically includes mediators meeting in -person with 
participating victims and offenders. The COVID -19 pandemic inhibited the  ability to 
continue those in -person preparation meetings. The VOMD pr ogram overcame this 
obstacle and sought alternates to in -person meetings to continue to provide victims 
the opportunity to participate in VOMD. In -person meetings with victims and 
offenders were replaced with telephone and video conference meetings. When 
t ravel restrictions were lifted and prison units came off of lockdown, mediators were 
able to resume in -person meetings while continuing to offer telephone or video 
conferencing options.  

Publication Updates  
Due to the recodification of the Texas Code of C riminal Procedure, TxCVC prepared 
all brochures, publications, and website citations to reflect the updated statutory 
citations. The changes become effective January 1, 2021.  

Texas Victim Assistance Training Academy  
During FY 2020, the Texas Crime Victim  Clearinghouse began working on a new 
Texas Victim Assistance Training (TVAT) Online Resiliency Module. This training 
module, designed to be taken with the current TVAT Online curriculum or by itself, 
explores some of the strategies that can help victim se rvice providers and criminal 
justice professionals recognize, reduce, and transform the negative changes that 
come from exposure to extreme trauma, grief, and loss. The module covers coping 
practices, skills, and techniques that can help build a resiliency  program and prevent 
or mitigate symptoms of vicarious trauma. The new module is expected to be 
available during FY 2021.  
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Wellness Initiative Now  
As part of a Victims of Crime Act (VOCA) discretionary grant awarded by the

and September of 2020.  

These trainings were provided to VSD staff members throughout 12 mini -sessions 
occurring twice a  week. The training covered the signs, symptoms and negative 
effects of stress and trauma.  

Additional topics included suicide awareness and intervention, techniques for 
staying resilient and healthy, and coping with depression, anxiety , and loss. Attendee  
evaluations indicated an overwhelming appreciation for the training.  
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Victims Served  

Integrated Victims Services System  
VSD collects and analyzes data using the Integrated Victim Services System. This 
information is helpful for VSD to determine what ki nds of victims are registering and, 
when combined with intake data, indicates which victims VSD may be missing. This 
information can be used to identify gaps in service and formulate new, proactive 
outreach efforts to contact those victims.  

New Registrant s by Relationship  
The table below shows how each registrant is related to the offender(s) or offense 
they are being notified on. This is important information for staff when working with 
the registrants and is also used by the Board when the registrant ha s requested a 
board meeting.

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New Registrants by Method  
Victims, surviving family members, concerned citizens, and criminal justice 
professionals can register through IVSS for notifications and services by email, letter, 
phone calls, and text. During FY 2020, 5,533 new registrants were added.  

The chart below s how s the new registrants in FY 2020 by registration method.  

After the public portal launched in April 2019, it very quickly became the most 
common method of registration for services, accounting for nearly 40% of our new 
registrants this fiscal year. Our second most common registration method, Victim 
Impact Statements, were greatly affected by the COVID -19 pandemic as many 
prosecution phases stalled and convicted offenders were held in the county of 
conviction until TDCJ was prepared to resume intake.  
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New Registrants by Crime Type  
The chart below shows the type of victimization for newly registered victims in FY 
2020. The crime types are tracked by individual registrant and may not directly reflect 
the offense of conviction. For example, the registrant may be a victim of sexual 
assault, but the offender pleaded guilty to the lesser offense of burglary of a 
habitation. Not all registrants are victims and nonvictim registrants will not have a 
crime type. Some victims may have more than one crime type. The most common 
crime types for registrants added in FY 2020 are: Domestic and/or Family Violence, 
869; Survivors of Homicide Victims, 822; and Child Sexual Abuse/Assault, 600.

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Notification Section  

The VSD Victim Notification Section uses a confidential database (IVSS) to provide 
registered individuals with notifications regarding the status of an offender. IVSS 
registrants can elect to receive notifications by letter, email, text message, phone call  
or any combination of their choosing. The VSD has the capability to send text 
messages on all of our notification events and to all registrants based on their 
notification preferences.  

The system provides notifications regarding several phases of an offe ȿǬǳɰṭɸ 
incarceration and supervision, including the parole review process. Each case is 
unique , and notifications are driven by the status of the offender.  

Crime victims, surviving family members, witnesses who testified at trial, concerned 
citizens, crim inal justice professionals and victim advocates are eligible to register on 
IVSS. Registrants are added to the system upon their request. This request is either

The VSD notification hotline staff are available Monday through Friday from 8:00 a.m. 
to 5:00 p.m. on the toll -free hotline (800 -848 -4284) to assist with inquiries regarding

The VSD also provides an after -hours call center allowing IVSS registrants to obtain 
limited offender information from a live operator during non -business hours of 
Monday through Friday after 5:00 pm and on weekends and holidays.  

The VSD notification staf f process VISs received. If requested on the VIS, the victim is 
registered on IVSS. Victims may also request on the VIS that they want the offender 
to be prohibited from contacting them while the offender is incarcerated. The VSD 
notification staff will fo rward this request to TDCJ CID, who will add the victim to the

The  VSD notification analysts assist victims during the parole review process and 
provide certain notifications. This includes notifying and assisting victims who wish 
to submit protest information when an offender is being reviewed for Medically 
Recommended Intensive Supervision or if the Board is considering withdrawing 
special conditions, such as the Super Intensive Supervision Program.  
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IVSS notifications are automatically generated when an action for an offender is 
recorded on the TDCJ Mainframe system  or in the Offender Information 
Management System (OIMS). For example:  

¶ an offender is placed in the parole review process;

Notification analysts produce notifications in situations where the event cannot be 
linked to an action recorded on the TDCJ Mainframe or in OIMS or the notification is 
deemed urgent. When deemed urgent, telephone and email notifications precede 
the manual ly created notification. For example:  

¶ an offender escapes from TDCJ CID custody;  

¶ an escapee is captured;  

¶ an offender dies while incarcerated or on parole/mandatory supervision;  

¶ the VSD staff has forwarded new information from crime victims requesting 
that the Board reconsider their favorable vote to release an offender to 
supervision and a decision has been made; or  

¶ the VSD staff has forwarded new information from crime victims requesting 
that the Board consider imposing special conditions on an offend ǳɰṭɸ 
supervision and a decision has been made.  
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Types  of notifications sent by TDCJ VSD in FY 2020 include:  

IVSS registrants receive notification when 
an offender is released from TDCJ 
custody, either to parole/mandatory 
supervision or when an offender directly 
discharges his/her sentence. Registrants 
may receive a series of release 
notifications depending on the status of 
the offender.  

The Board can impose an electronic monitoring

When an offender is released to the 
custody of a peace officer under a writ of 
attachment or on bench warrant, IVSS 
registrants receive a notification including 
the date of release on bench warrant and 
name of county or state receiving the 
defendant into custody.

VSD staff receives and processes VISs, protest letters and other information 
submitted by crime victims and concerned cit izens for  the Board to consider during

To reduce the likelihood of possible revictimization, the VSD staff screen the letter 
and first determine whether applicable contact rules, laws, or court orders prohibit 
the offender from contacting the victim, then process appropriate apology letters 
according to the established division procedures. If an apology letter is screened and 
approved for  further processing, the VSD will attempt to contact the victim to inform 
them of the letter and offer them the choice of receiving the letter.

The VSD strives to respond to callers quickly and 
efficiently. In FY 2020, the VSD Hotline 
maintained a grade -of -service rate of 98.6 
percent, which means that 98.6 percent of calls 
were answered by hotline  representatives 
within one minute. Only 1.1 percent of calls were 
abandoned by the caller.
